23. Preach the full counsel of God (Pastor Jared) — Now | rejoice in my sufferings for your sake, and in
my flesh | am filling up what is lacking in Christ’s afflictions for the sake of his body, that is, the church,
of which | became a minister according to the stewardship from God that was given to me for you, to
make the word of God fully known, the mystery hidden for ages and generations but now revealed to
his saints.

24. Lead with God’s wisdom (elders) — He must hold firm to the trustworthy word as taught, so that he
may be able to give instruction in sound doctrine and also to rebuke those who contradict it.

27. Work — Remind them to be submissive to rulers and authorities, to be obedient, to be ready for
every good work, to speak evil of no one, to avoid quarreling, to be gentle, and to show perfect
courtesy toward all people. Titus 3:1-2

28. Love — Let love be genuine. Abhor what is evil; hold fast to what is good. Love one another with
brotherly affection. Outdo one another in showing honor. Romans 12:9-10
